31 sload as high as a man, and as wide
avound as o bull &t was ficmly in the ground, and & could
naf move it. Thinking no more of the carvings. save that
they might be the work of a king fo mark some ancient
victary over an enemy, & built o five af its fool fo protect
me from the wolves thal wander in these vegions and went
to sleep, fov it was night and & was far from my village
being et Durrabio.
